We Are Dead Young formed in 2007 as an independent record label designed to give a voice to underrepresented young talent in the region. Soon grew the concept of creating a hotbed of talent that would encapsulate everything from art to photography to fashion,  and since then the label has enjoyed great success with their Vintage Fashion fair at Angels Share, Leeds.
The pop-up boutique’s will be available for a three week period with We Are Dead Young appearing from 2nd- 6th June, Gorgeous Couture offering custom made jersey dresses inspired by celebrity looks from 9th-13th June, and up and coming designer labels Hox and Rakish Heels showcasing their newest collections from 16th-20th June.
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Meadowhall is the region’s premier shopping centre and home to 280 leading UK and international stores, many of which are flagships, including Office, Superdry, Links of London, Hobbs, Karen Millen, Hollister, French Connection, Hugo Boss, All Saints, Austin Reed, Jaeger, Kurt Geiger, Ted Baker, Hotel Chocolat, Lipsy, Firetrap and Aldo (from May 2010). Meadowhall Centre enjoys excellent transport links with the Meadowhall Passenger Transport Interchange (PTI) which has facilities for local and regional bus, train and Supertram services that run throughout the day.

The entertainment centre includes The Oasis Food Court, with a large range of restaurants and food outlets including Zizzi, Nandos, Pizza Express, Frankie & Bennys, Handmade Burger Company and the new Mexican restaurant Chilango. Plus there is the delicious YO! Sushi on the mall. 

Meadowhall engages celebrities and international media with its choice of brands and the latest products. 

Meadowhall is a responsible business and was the first UK Shopping Centre to develop an onsite Resource and Recovery Centre (RRC), which sorts, separates and sends material for recycling. In 2006 Meadowhall invested in a rainwater harvesting system which now supplies non-drinking water to the centre and its landscape. Meadowhall also become the first shopping centre in the UK and the first location in Sheffield to install electric car charging points. 

Situated on the outskirts of Sheffield, the UK’s fourth largest city Meadowhall is owned by British Land and London Stamford Investments. The building footprint occupies 1,260,000 sq ft (117,000 sq m). The centre has an annual footfall of 25 million. 

Meadowhall will celebrate its 20th birthday on 4th September, 2010. 
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
